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• cooking for the workers 
• advisers of the house 
• carrying bamboos 
• everyday cleaning 
• selecting of best vines 
• messengers 
• baby sitters, etc. 

You can add to the list other jobs appropriate to the village 
situation. Discussion may take place after the graph has been 
completed. 

(See also the activity in the Student's Book, page 42.) 

Suggested activities - extension 
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5. Class rules 
Go through the class and school rules and see if there is need 
to add to the list. Ask the children what their favorite game is, 
and see if they can help you to list the rules. For the rest of the 
time play the game and see if the rules are being observed. 

6. Invented game 
You invent or make up a game and explain it to the children. 
Before they try to play it ask them to help you to make the 
major rules for the game. When the children are satisfied that 
they understand all the rules, they may try out the game. After 
they have tried the game, see if any of the rules need to be 
changed. 

The children can then make up games that can be played 
outside school around the village. Discuss the rules they will 
have to observe when playing around the village, such as 
keeping away from the gardens. These can be written on the 
board as a guide to the children. 

7. A village chief 
Different villages have different chiefs. To identify the 
different responsibilities of a chief, divide the children into 
groups, e.g. children who come from the same village, and 
they discuss the responsibilities of their own chiefs. Each 
leader of the group may report back to the class at the end of 
the group discussion. 

Note: More work on the role of chiefs is done in Year Three. 

8. Music 
Teach or revise the song: 

This is the way I comb my hair, 
comb my hair, 



comb my hair, 
This is the way I comb my hair, 
every Monday morning. 

Alternatives 

• walk to school 
• sit at school 
• play at school 
• write at school, etc. 

Alter the song to use situations around the village as well. The 
children can provide you with examples. This would be an 
activity best done outside the classroom. 

9. Legends 
Invite one or two elderly people from the village, who are 
known to be great legend tellers. This arrangement can be 
done a week or two before hand, so that the children are well 
informed. Remind the storytellers to be selective in their 
stories. They should not use frightening stories, so as not to 
discourage the children. Later children can discuss the stories, 
and some writing or illustrating activities could be used for 
follow up. 

10. Wedding feast 
Tell the children to pretend that next week, there is going to 
be a wedding. One of the young men in the village is getting 
married. What are the sorts of food we are to collect before 
the day? 

Children go outside and collect samples of food, for the 
wedding, for example, if bananas are to be collected for the 
feast, then they may collect the leaves to take back to the 
classroom. They could also draw examples or cut out any 
suitable pictures from magazines. They display their work and 
discuss it. 

Ask the children what other responsibilities are there in 
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organizing a wedding. Make up a list of jobs associated with a 
wedding, and discuss each one, for example, organizing the 
feast, cleaning the church, dressing the bride and groom and 
so on. 

Topic 3F: Helpers in the village (6 lessons -
2 weeks) 

Skills 

Objective 

Vocabulary 

Discussing, drawing, co-operating, sharing 

• Children will learn to appreciate help from other people and 
be willing to help other people. 

Belongings, protective, firefighter, goggles, helmet 

Suggested activities - core 
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1. Helping my parents 
Involve the children in discussion of how and when they 
would be expected to help their parents during the school 
week. After the brief discussion children would be put in 
groups to discuss specific areas, such as: 
What your parents would expect you to do 
• when you wake up in the morning 
• when you come back from school 
• before you go to bed 
• before you have your meals, etc. 

A list can be drawn on a big sheet of paper to be displayed. 
This can also be done for duties around the home at week-ends, 
and ways that children help around the village. 



2. Protective clothing 
Find pictures of people in helping jobs who must wear protective 
clothing, such as helmets, gloves, goggles, water boots, etc. 
Discuss the pictures with the children. Ask such questions as: 
• What do these people do in their jobs? 
• How does their protective clothing help? 
• What might happen if people didn't wear such clothing? 
• When might it be important to wear this clothing? 

Draw/find pictures of protective clothing worn: 
• at the beach 
• by a motorcyclist 
• on a wet day 
• by a bicyclist at night 
• by a firefighter 
• by a medical worker 
• by a cook, etc. 

Display the pictures for later use. 

(See also the activity in the Student's Book, page 43.) 

3. Helping hands 
Discuss with the children different areas of helping hands, for 
example, how you would help: 
• your parents when they are sick 
• your teacher in the classroom 
• your friends in the class/school/village 
• your brothers/sisters etc. 
• your grandpa/grandma 
• a visitor to class/school/village. 

After the discussion, children may go in small groups to 
practice role plays based on the ideas above. This activity may 
be spread over two periods. 
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Suggested activities - extension 
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4. A visitor 
Invite either a police officer, a fire brigade officer or a medical 
aid post worker to give a talk about how to prevent accidents, 
how to stop fire from damaging belongings, or common 
sickness. Examples of various cases may be mentioned, in order 
to help the children to see the reality. Prepare the children to 
ask questions after the talk. 

5. Visit 
Arrange to visit a widow or widower/an elderly unmarried 
man or woman/an elderly couple from the village. Ask the 
children to bring something from their home to give to the 
people they will visit, such as a stick of firewood, a green 
coconut, some bananas, some island cabbage, a piece of fruit. 
If possible clean around the house or help in other ways 
before going back to the classroom. 

6. Helping chart 
Help the children to make up a chart showing which children have 
helped around the village. This activity might lead on to a chart 
which the children or the teacher can fill in daily.
