The Head Teacher is responsible for the health and safety of students and staffat school, 
in the following areas: 

• School cleanliness and rubbish removal; 

.. Provision of basic sanitation and hygiene needs; 

.. Removal of disease and injury hazards; 

.. Health education, including personal hygiene. 

Detailed guidelines for the school operation can be found in the Appendix in the 
procedure" School Hygiene".
