
School Grant Program
The objectives of the school grant program developed by the Ministry of Education and Training are to increase access to education and 
training for all, reduce the financial burden on parents in sending their children to school and improve the quality of teaching and learning.

The school grants are paid annually in three instalments:

What are the school reporting requirements?

Annual financial reports (including grants funded by donor partners), SSPs & 
overall school reports must be sent to the Provincial Education Office by 28 
February each year.   
All reports and plans are:

•	 to be approved by the School Council 
•	 to be presented to the School Community in the annual general meeting

All schools are required to update all relevant information in Open VEMIS by 31 
March each year. 

Monthly and annual financial reports approved by the School Council must be 
updated in Open VEMIS or sent to the Provincial Education Office and they must 
be displayed on the school notice board every month. 

School grant certificate must be printed by the school and displayed on the 
school notice board, so the School Community is informed of the grants that are 
paid to the school.
